The Mission Fund shall, in every calendar year, distribute to the Recipients, in aggregate, five percent of the bakance of t
monies of the Missi oAmnudd Distributigds)u,c ha sa noofu nlte,c etnbee r6 31 of t |
The Mission Fund shall not distribute more than 40% of the Annual Distribution within a single Category.

In addition to the foregoing, the monies of the Mission Fund shall be available to Advent Lutheran Church to help the Congre-
gation rectify an economically devastating situation. The Mission Fund shall only be accessed for such emergency use uf
the recommendati on of the Church CounkEmergengy Bistribtitibhi) r. me d nb
the event of an Emergency Distribution, the Mission Fund may suspend its Annual Distributions until such time as it deem:

Receiving and celebrating gifts to the Mission Fprukiidedthat the Church Council shall have the authority to de-
cline or return a gift to the Mission Fund if such gift is deemed not to be in the best interest of the Mission Fund
and/or the Congregation.

The Church Council shall elect the IC Members to Initial Terms, and to serve staggered terms, as set forth in Section B.3
above.

The duties of the Investment Committee shall include the following:

To recommend an outsi de i rnwestméntmievistd )f itrom tdire iCrhdiir wihd WCe
engaged to guide the I nvestment Committee in managi
port on, at least annually, the performance of the Investment Advisor.

To determine, in consult with the Investment Advisor
funds entrusted to its care, consistent with the investment goals articulated by the Church Council.

To determine how the Mission Fund assets will be invested, including the asset allocation. The investment objective
for the Mission Fund assets will be to invest to provide long term growth to fund at least 5% annual distributions
in perpetuity.

To report, at least semannually, to the Church Council on the activity of the investments under its care, including
the current balance, additions, distributions, and any other activity within any individual account.

To provide an annual accounting of the Congregationo.

To undertake such other responsibilities as may be assigned to the Investment Committee by the Church Council.

All investments of Congregational funds shall be made by the Investment Adsisdecisions to purchase individual stocks
will be made by the Investment Advisor. No IC Member shall recommend an investment that would bring private enrich-

ment to that individual without disclosing his or her salferest in the investment to the Investment Committee.
