General responsibilities of VBC teachers are to: 

1. Be the primary teacher of a group of children (approximately 8-10 children in a group arranged by ages), playing an active role in all VBC activities.

2. Plan, organize, and prepare the Bible lesson and other activities of the day- well in advance, age and interest appropriate, and focused on God’s promise.   Teachers will be given outline of daily lessons and are asked to expand the lesson with creative activities, games, projects.  Advent has resources available to help in planning.  Bible time in your classroom is approximately 45 minutes.  
3. Welcome the children as they arrive to camp each day.  Develop and demonstrate a positive, caring, cheerful and listening relationship with each child.  
4. Lead and encourage the children of your group to fully participate in worship, music, and Bible story presentation.

5. Be God’s Good News to the children through kindness, forgiveness, happiness, respect, encouragement, fairness, love, and peace. 

6. Follow the schedule. 

8. Provide and guard the safety and security of the children at all times, particularly during the park, and trip activities. 
9. Respect, support, encourage and work positively and cohesively with all the VBC team members, volunteers, and parents. 

10. Make Vacation Bible Camp fun!
11. Grow in faith and love. Worship faithfully with the congregation.
