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God surprised me on Palm  
Sunday this year.  
 
Not that God doesn’t usually show up in unex-
pected ways every time we gather for worship, but 
it was different this year.   
 

A man I had never seen before was outside in the crowd as we gathered 
on the steps of the church, spilling onto Broadway to bless the palms and 
begin the procession into the sanctuary.  The man was passing by the 
church, but he stopped when he saw the crowd gathering outside.  He 
watched intently, looking around at what was going on.  He didn’t have a 

bulletin, but a kind fellow worshiper reached out and shared his with him.  And then, surprise of all 
surprises, the unknown man joined the procession and came into the sanctuary.  He moved to the 
front of the sanctuary and claimed a pew, only three rows from the front – not the usual “last row 
behavior” of seekers and newcomers.   
 

By this time, he had a bulletin and a palm.  A different kind worshiper handed him a hymnal.  As the 
lessons were being read, he sat on the edge of the pew, straining to hear the words being spoken.  
When Pastor Lundblad preached the sermon, he remained on the edge of the pew, nodding in 
agreement to what she was saying.  During the prayers of intercession, when Barbara invited the 
congregation to both sing and do an arm motion during the prayer response, he joined right in, 
making large, bold movements with his arms up to the sky in praise and then back over his face to 
his side. 
 

Everything about his posture and attentiveness that day said, “I’m thirsty.”  It was as if he was 
drinking up God’s word, the music, the prayers, the fellowship.  Like a sponge, he was taking it all 
in. 
 

God surprised me with this man.  God reminded me that it is for this man that we gather.  Yes, we 
gather to celebrate our own traditions and faith, but it is truly for the thirsty ones that God has 
placed us here in this ministry.   When we get bogged down that the bulletin or music may not be 
perfect, or all too concerned with what others are thinking, remember this man, this thirsty man.  
He was straining to hear God’s word.  Our call is to look for such a man, and help him.

Liturgical Notes - Pentecost 

The festival of Pentecost is often called the “birthday of the church.” The original Pentecost was and is an im-
portant festival in the Jewish calendar (Shavu’ot), celebrated 50 days after Passover and commemorating the giv-
ing of the Torah on Mt. Sinai. It was also associated with the presentation in the temple of the “first fruits” of the 
harvest. Jews from far and wide gathered in Jerusalem to celebrate. In the Christian calendar, Pentecost comes 
50 days after Easter and commemorates the appearance of the Holy Spirit in the form of a violent wind from 
heaven and the appearance of “what seemed like tongues of fire” resting on each of the Apostles (Acts Chapter 
2, verses 1-12) The season of Pentecost is the longest in the church calendar, stretching from 50 days after East-
er all the way to Advent. At one time this season was known as Trinity; the liturgical color is green. 
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Strategic Planning Update  
The Church Council and Strategic Planning Team would like to thank everyone who participated in the annual 
meeting guided conversations and/or took the on-line survey.  We are very pleased with the broad-based partici-
pation we received.

1. Take our current commitments of inviting, welcoming, growing, and giving to a higher level by evaluating infra-
structure and developing healthy leadership and a comprehensive communication strategy.

3.  Develop a bold plan for our church structure that maximizes opportunities for growth and flexibility in ministry. 
 
4.  Offer a rich variety of worship and music experiences in order to facilitate growth and deepen the spiritual lives 
of participants. 
 
5.  Enrich and educate children, youth, and their families in faith formation from birth to young adulthood. 
 
6.  Embody the Gospel of Jesus Christ through social action initiatives in order to better serve our neighbors, lo-
cally and globally. 
 
7.  Offer diverse educational opportunities to encourage the spiritual, intellectual, and physical health of our con-
gregation and community.

Growth/Leadership and Communications.  
 
Exploratory teams will begin evaluation of Strategic Directions 3, 4, and 5 - Physical Space, Worship and Music and 
Children, Youth and Family ministries.

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Choirnotes  
A large quantity of the great choral repertoire was composed by young people.  We can hardly fault composers for 
this: Schubert died at 31, Mozart at 35, and Mendelssohn at 38; we mostly sing music from their “old age.” Still, one 
wonders what musical wisdom Mozart might have left us had he reached his 70s, and so perhaps we should have a 
special reverence for those composers—and poets—who actually did. On June 5, the Advent Chorale will sing Two 
Worlds, composed by the 78-year-old Randall Thompson (1899-1984) and set to poetry by an 80-year-old, Edmund 
Waller (1606-1687).   
 

Waller’s life was stormy, filled with adventures and mistakes. A member of Parliament by age 
16 (!), Waller’s political miscalculations landed him in the Tower of London, where he was 
condemned to death. He bribed his way out but was banished from the country, moving to 
France. Time was on his side, however: Waller outlived the anger against him, returned to 
England, successfully ran for Parliament again, and reinvented himself in his old age as a defend-
er of religious tolerance. The poem for this song comes from the collection Divine Poems, 
completed at the ripe age of 80. This poem speaks volumes with few words and a measured 
wisdom; the present is perfectly balanced between the richness of character gained from hav-
ing lived a full earthly life and the desire to embark upon the next:  
 

 

 

The soul's dark cottage, batter'd and decay'd,  

Lets In new light through chinks that Time hath made:  

Stronger by weakness, wiser men become  

As they draw near to their eternal home.  

Leaving the old, both worlds at once they view  

That stand upon the threshold of the new.  

 

Randall Thompson set these verses to music almost three hundred years later, when he 
had reached roughly the same age as Waller had been. Thompson was by then a well-
respected professor at Harvard (teacher of a young upstart named Leonard Bernstein), 
but he had lived through an era in music history when choral music was woefully out of 
fashion. Thompson’s music is masterfully serene, humble yet optimistic, and he achieves a 
great musical depth in very few notes. The optimism here is especially inspiring, as he 
composed this work shortly after he had a stroke. Both the music and the poem speak 
with a calmness and wisdom, and their spellbinding combination has a quiet power.

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The Kelly Family - Faithful Worshippers All 
 

Usually you see them at the 9:00 a.m. service, a family with four young children. Meghan, the youngest, likes to 
help collect the offering. You also see Meghan and her brothers, Ryan, Ethan, and Gavin, at Sunday school or 
Bible Explorers and Lighthouse.  You may know Linda’s mother Blanche Eickemeyer from the 11:00 service or 
the Adventurous Adventonians. But wherever you see them, you notice that the each member of Kelly family is 
involved in the Advent community.  
 
As faithful attendees since 2000, Jim and Linda Kelly have worn many hats. Jim is currently on the Investment 
Committee, and Linda, having stepped down from being Advent’s official treasurer, is a program advisor for the 
Children, Youth, and Family ministry and a member of the Strategic Planning Committee.  
 
And yet, there was a time when they were church-less. In fact, when Ryan was born, they took him back to 
Linda’s home church to be baptized.  Linda’s family had the stronger faith tradition; indeed although as a child 
she sometimes “kicked and screamed,” church was “non-
negotiable.”  
 
Jim’s family hailed from a Catholic tradition but was not 
especially faithful, and yet, probably inspired by his 
friends, who were mostly Jewish and celebrating their bar 
mitzvahs, he began attending mass on his own because he 
felt that “something was missing.”  
 
Jim and Linda first visited Advent when Pastor Laura King 
was here.  They finally joined the church after Pastor 
Brown arrived.  They’d shopped for churches from 81st 
to 93d Streets and eventually decided that they wanted a 
liturgical service. Also they felt comfortable at Advent. 
Advent needed help at that time, so the Kellys got deeply 
involved. They helped transition Advent into becoming 
Reconciling in Christ, which included changing the wel-
come statement on the back of the bulletin. A few mem-
bers left the church at that time, but the Kellys stayed. They believe that tolerance is an important lesson to 
teach their children, tolerance and regularity and familiarity with God’s Word. In fact, the girl who “kicked and 
screamed” about going to church now says that she’d like to go through the confirmation process again, “to 
bring life experience to faith formation.” 

FROM  THE MALARIA COMMITTEE 
On April 2nd, an article in the New York Times reported that Malaria No More, a leading non-profit organiza-
tion in the fight to end deaths from malaria in Africa by 2015, was close to completing its mission and shutting 
its doors (http://www.nytimes.com/2011/04/02/business/02charity.html?_r=1). Malaria No More quickly de-
nounced the article and reaffirmed their mission and the work left to be done (http://www.malarianomore.org/
news/blog/mission-end-malaria-deaths-far-complete). These two articles demonstrate how easily confusion and 
sensationalism can dilute the realities of malaria and undermine efforts to combat it. Keeping abreast of the 
progress made against malaria, as well as working to educate our peers and dispel misinformation about malar-
ia, are the most important ways in which the congregation of Advent can do its part to end this terrible dis-
ease.

Did you know?  
Advent is part of the ELCA Malaria Campaign 
 
What is the mission of the ELCA Malaria Campaign?  
The ELCA Malaria Campaign enables Advent and other ELCA churches to join with African companion churches 
in the global effort to prevent, treat, and contain malaria by 2015.  
 
What is the ELCA Malaria Campaign fund-raising goal? 
The ELCA Malaria Campaign has a $15 million goal. Funds raised will benefit our Lutheran companion churches 
and companion organizations in ten African countries: Angola, Central African Republic, Ethiopia, Liberia, Malawi, 
Mozambique, Nigeria, Tanzania, Zambia and Zimbabwe. 
 
What is malaria?  
Malaria is a disease contracted from the bite of an infected mosquito and affects all age groups - especially chil-
dren, pregnant women and their unborn babies. 
 
What are the Symptoms of Malaria? 
If you are bitten by an infected mosquito, symptoms are similar to the flu: fever, nausea, achiness, fatigue.  
 
Do people die from Malaria? 
Yes, people die. Particularly when the immune system is compromised, such as in infants and pregnant women, 
the likelihood of death from malaria rises. If malaria is contracted by an older child or adult, it is possible (though 
not easy) to survive. 
  
How many people die each year from Malaria? 
One in five childhood deaths in sub-Saharan Africa is due to malaria. The disease is preventable and treatable, yet 
it claims more than 800,000 lives each year.  
 
Why do so many people die? 
In additional to lack of access to medication and prevention, those infected are also hungry and live in poverty.  
Hunger and poverty further deplete the body’s ability to fight back once someone is infected. 
 
Can Malaria be treated? 
Yes, Malaria can be treated. However many people who are infected do not have access to medication for treat-
ment, and the ability to pay for them, keeps many malaria patients from receiving life-saving treatment and care. 
 
Can Malaria be prevented? 
Yes, Malaria can be prevented. Common methods of prevention are health education, protection from the infect-
ed mosquitoes using insecticide-treated mosquito nets, indoor residual spraying and water drainage. 
 
What is the ELCA Malaria Campaign doing to help? 
The ELCA Malaria Campaign is working through companion churches to bring mosquito nets, health education, 
mosquito control, and malaria treatment to communities across Africa. These malaria containment efforts are 
saving lives.
